Why Study Prophecy?
28% of the Bible was prophetic when revealed.

15% of the Bible is still unfulfilled prophecy.

18% of the New Testament epistles, 1 out of every 5

verses is unfulfilled prophecy.

1 in 12 verses in the New Testament refer to the Second

Coming of Christ.

1 in 10 verses in the epistles refer to the Second

Coming of Christ.

60% of verses in the NT are affected by eschatology

issues to be properly understood.



Prophecy is not something given to satisfy

human curiosity about the future, but to remind

us of God’s character.

2. His faithfulness

3. His righteousness and justice

4. His love, goodness, and grace



The study of prophecy motivates us to

prepare spiritually for eternity.

The study of prophecy strengthens

our confidence in the Scripture and in

the Lord.
