The Day of the Lord

e The “day of the Lord” is a general term used for a
time of divine judgment. It is also used as a specific
term for the end of the Tribulation judgment and again
for the final destruction of the present heavens and
earth.

e The day here refers to the campaign of Armageddon,
the war between the nations of the earth and God
(Psa 2:1-3; Dan. 11:43, 44, Joel 2:10-3:2; Zech 14:2, 3,
Rev 19:11-21).

e The “day” in the Tribulation is accompanied by astro-
geophysical disturbances: earthquakes, thunder,
lightnings, sun darkened, moon turned to blood (Joel
2:10ff; Matt. 24:29-31; Rev 16:16)
