Events of the 75-Day Interval

1. The cleansing of the Abomination of Desolation from the Temple.

2. Antichrist resurrected to be sentenced with the False Prophet.

3. The FP and AC sentenced and together thrown alive into the L/F.

4. Satan caught, bound, and cast into the Abyss.

5. The Judgment of the nations/gentiles still living (Sheep and Goats).

6. The resurrection of the OT Saints.

7. The resurrection of the Tribulational martyrs.

8. The Marriage Supper of the Lamb.
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Is. 14:19, “But you are cast out of your grave like
an abominable branch, like the garment of those
who are slain, thrust through with a sword, who
go down to the stones of the pit, like a corpse
trodden underfoot.

Is. 14:20, “You will not be joined with them In
burial, because you have destroyed your land and
slain your people. The brood of evildoers shall
never be named.”
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Rev. 19:20, “Then the beast
was captured, and with him
the false prophet who
worked signs in his
presence, by which he
deceived those who
received the mark of the
beast and those who
worshiped his image. These
two were cast alive into the
lake of fire burning with
brimstone.
