1. Definition:

Trinity: God exists in three equal Persons who
have identical essence, and are co-equal and
co-eternal.






John 14:10, “Do you not believe that | am in the
Father, and the Father is in Me? The words that |
say to you I do not speak on My own initiative, but
the Father abiding in Me does His works.

John 14:11, “Believe Me that | am In the Father
and the Father is in Me: otherwise believe
because of the works themselves.”



Deut 6:4, “Hear, O Israel! The Lord is our
God, the Lord alone.” (Tanakh)



“Then King David said to the entire assembly, ‘My
son Solomon, whom ALONE God has chosen, is
still young and inexperienced and the work is
great; for the temple is not for man, but for the
LORD God."”
