3. The Purpose of the doctrine of
Imminency Is to keep each believer
In a constant state of expectancy,
ooking, waiting, watching, hoping
for the return of Christ that we
might be ready, prepared, that we
might not be ashamed at His
coming (1 John 2:28).




4. Believers are to look for the blessed
hope.

a. We are to LOOK for the Savior.
Heb. 9:28: Titus 2:13

b. We are to WATCH for the Savior.
1 Thess. 5:6; Luke 12:37

c. We are to WAIT for the Savior.
1 Cor.1:7;: 1 Thess. 1:10.



Luke 12:35, “Be dressed in readiness, and
keep your lamps lit.

Luke 12:36, “Be like men who are waiting for
their master when he returns from the
wedding feast, so that they may immediately
open the door to him when he comes and
knocks.

Luke 12:37, “Blessed are those slaves whom
the master will find on the alert when he
comes; truly | say to you, that he will gird
himself to serve, and have them recline at the
table, and will come up and wait on them.”

5. No prophecy between the baptism
of the Spirit and the Rapture
means that the Rapture is
imminent. It could occur at any
time; no one knows the day or the

hour.



6. While the Rapture is imminent, the
Second Advent is not. Before the
Second Advent occurs, there are
many prophecies which must occur,
e.g., the Rapture, the Tribulation, the
Judgment Seat of Christ, Rev 6-109.
