23:5, “ ‘Behold, the days are coming,’ says the LORD,  
‘That I will raise to David a Branch of righteousness; A 
King shall reign and prosper, And execute judgment and 
righteousness in the earth. 

Jer. 23:6, “ ‘In His days Judah will be saved, And Israel will

Ezek. 37:24, “David My servant shall be king over them, 
and they shall all have one shepherd; they shall also walk 
in My judgments and observe My statutes, and do them. 

Ezek. 37:25, “Then they shall dwell in the land that I have 
given to Jacob My servant, where your fathers dwelt; and 
they shall dwell there, they, their children, and their 
children’s children, forever; and My servant David shall be 
their prince forever. 

Ezek. 37:26, “Moreover I will make a covenant of peace 
with them, and it shall be an everlasting covenant with 
them; I will establish them and multiply them, and I will set 
My sanctuary in their midst forevermore.”



Ezek. 21:27, “ ‘Overthrown, overthrown, I will make it 
overthrown! It shall be no longer, Until He comes whose 
right it is, And I will give it to Him.’ ” 

Ezek. 34:23, “I will establish one shepherd over them, and 
he shall feed them—My servant David. He shall feed them 
and be their shepherd.”
