Those Scriptureswhich set forth the last daysfor
the Church give no consideration to political or
world conditions but are confined to the Church
Itself. These Scriptures picture men as departing
from thefaith (1 Tim. 4:1-2). Therewill bea
manifestation of characteristics which belong to
unregenerate men, though it isunder the profession
of "aform of godliness* (cf. 2 Tim. 3:1-5). The
Indication isthat, having denied the power of the
blood of Christ (cf. 2 Tim. 3:5 with Rom. 1:16;
1Cor. 1:.23-24; 2 Tim. 4:2-4), theleadersin these
forms of righteousness will be unregenerate men
from whom nothing more spiritual than this could
proceed (cf. 1 Cor. 2:14) —LewisS. Chafer
