1. In each of these passages, “the calling” 
is specified by an article. 




2. This genitive noun supplies the standard 
or measure to which the adverb ἀξίως 
‘worthily’ points. “Walk worthy of the 
standard of the calling.”




3. The noun κλῆσις ‘calling’ refers to the 
position of status, honor, and 
responsibility that God has entrusted to 
His saints. This calling is the same for 
all saints, despite the diversity of the 
spiritual gifts they are given, therefore in 
biblical diction this noun is never used 
in the plural [~M. Barth, Ephesians].




4. Thus it emphasizes the basis for the 
command to walk, i.e., move forward 
from the understanding of who we are in 
Christ, what we have been given in 
Christ, which both summarize our 
wealth in Christ, which is now shown to 
be the standard we must aspire to in our 
daily lifestyle, conduct, way of life, 
thinking, worldview.
